
 

 

2025-2026 Required Dress Code & Shoes 
Recreational Students 

 
All attire listed below help both teachers and dancers to be aware of proper body placement while dancing, and aids in 
the ability to properly correct positioning to avoid injury. Note: Only dance shoes should only be worn in the studio 
to avoid bringing in debris. Your dancer will need approved shoes for picture day, and recital week. Socks or tights 
should NOT be worn in place of the required shoes below. Please see Miss Angle or Miss Cara for questions 
regarding fitting. 
 

o Hair: All students must wear their hair pulled back and securely fastened in a ponytail or a secure bun for 
ballet. Students with short hair should fasten the hair back away from their face. Secure Hair means that it 
will not require a re-do throughout class! 

o Jewelry: No jewelry is permitted in class, as it is best for the safety of the dancers.

Pre-Ballet & Petite Feet 

o Girls Attire: Ballet pink leotard, pink tights. Pink dance skirt if desired, not required. 
o Boys Attire: White t-shirt, black jazz pants or shorts.  

 
If you choose to purchase somewhere other than our site, here are the approved shoes: 

o Ballet (Girls): So Danca, “Bliss” Canvas Split-Sole Ballet slippers in light pink (SD16C) *No loose strings!* 
o Ballet (Boys): So Danca, “Bliss” Canvas Split-Sole Ballet slippers in black (SD16C) *No loose strings!* 
o Tap (Petite Feet only): Black tap shoes with velcro closure (no ties). 

    
Level I & II Classes, Rec Lyrical, Musical Theater I & II 

Attire 
o Girls Attire: Black leotard, pink or tan tights.  
o Boys Attire: White t-shirt, black jazz pants or shorts.  
 
Shoes (Musical Theater II shoes will be decided based on costume. Jazz shoes can be worn in class until then.) 
o Ballet (Girls): So Danca, “Bliss” Canvas Split-Sole Ballet slippers in light pink (SD16C or SD16) 
o Ballet (Boys): Capezio E series, split-sole, slip on jazz shoes in black (EJ2C or EJ2)  
o Jazz, Musical Theater I: Capezio E series, split-sole, slip on jazz shoes in Caramel (EJ2C or EJ2) 
o Tap: Black tap shoes with a velcro closure is preferred for safety.   

 
Rec Lyrical Shoes 

o No shoes required – bare feet only. We will let you know if a recital dance shoe is required. 
 
Tumbling, Kid Hop & Hip-Hop 

Attire: Tight fitting clothing, leotard and tights are not required. 
o Tumbling: No shoes required – bare feet only.  

o Kid-Hop: No shoes required – bare feet only. We will let you know if a recital dance shoe is required.  
o Hip-Hop: Sneakers that will be worn at dance only (non-marking sole).
